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Why some call data the new oil: 

• If you know how to extract it and store 

it, you can use it in your favour. 

• BUT if you don’t know what to do with 

it, then it’s useless! 

• If you know how to process it, analyse 

it, refine it and adapt it for different 

purposes, then it can be very valuable.

transport, tax collection) 

Evaluate processes 

Improve outcomes 

Benchmark internally and internationally

NGOs – Importance of data 

• Improve management and efficiency 

• Provide more critical and honest feedback to 

donors, funders, sponsors 

• Government is more strict about evidence-

based reports (e.g. outcomes measurement 

reports) 

• Improve collective impact & demonstrate 

partnerships

• Get results for clients 

• Improve grants submissions 

• Comply with regulations 

• Monitor and evaluate programs 

• Understand communities 

• Improve programs 

• Financial sustainability 

• Information about organisation’s 

culture  

• Inform policy
